ARRL Board Considers Plan to Cover New
$35 FCC Fee for Some Young Applicants

ARRL - 02/17/2021

At its Annual Meeting in January, the ARRL Board of Directors considered a
motion to offer a new service that would pay the new but not-yet-implemented
$35 FCC application fee for a limited number of new radio amateurs younger
than age 18 who, at the time of testing, belonged to an ARRL Affiliated 501(c)(3)
charitable organization and passed their tests through an ARRL VEC-
sponsored exam session. The proposal called for reducing the VEC fee for these
candidates to $5.

The initial proposal came from ARRL Southeastern Division Director Mickey
Baker, N4MB. Other Board members offered subsidiary motions. Supporters
said the purpose behind the motion was to ameliorate the potential financial
hardship the pending FCC application fee posed on certain minors applying for
their first license, and to encourage new youth membership.

Consideration of the motion, which was subject to considerable discussion,
was deferred to an ad hoc committee composed of the members of the
Administration & Finance Committee, two Members of the Programs & Services
Committee, and ARRL CEO David Minster, NA2AA (or his designated
representative). The Board directed the panel to review and more fully develop
the proposal and report back to the Board by the end of March with a
recommendation as to whether such a program should be adopted and, if
adopted, how it should be implemented.

Supporters expressed the belief that recruitment and training of young radio
amateurs “is a necessary and proper mission of the ARRL” and that subsidizing
the $35 fee “will reduce the number of new amateurs that otherwise would be
lost from these groups.”

In December, the FCC agreed with ARRL and other commenters that the
initially proposed $50 fee for certain amateur radio applications was “too high
to account for the minimal staff involvement in these applications.” In a Report
and Order (R&O), the FCC scaled back to $35 the fee for a new license
application, a special temporary authority (STA) request, a rule waiver request,
a license renewal application, and a vanity call sign application. All fees are per
application. There will be no fee for administrative updates, such as a change
of mailing or email address.

ARRL to Extend Field Day Rule Waivers from
2020, Add Class D and E Power Limit

ARRL - 02/10/2021

The COVID-19 pandemic-modified ARRL Field Day rules from 2020
will continue this June with the addition of a power limit imposed on
Class D (Home Stations) and Class E (Home Stations-Emergency
Power) participants. The news from the ARRL Board’s Programs and
Services Committee comes as many clubs and groups are starting
preparations for Field Day in earnest. Field Day 2021 will take place
June 26 - 27.

“This early decision should alleviate any hesitancy that radio clubs
and individual Field Day participants may have with their planning
for the event,” said ARRL Contest Program Manager Paul Bourque,
N1SFE.

For Field Day 2021:

Class D stations may work all other Field Day stations, including
other Class D stations, for points. This year, however, Class D and
Class E stations will be limited to 150 W PEP output.

An aggregate club score will be published — just as it was done last
year. The aggregate score will be a sum of all individual entries that
attributed their score to that of a specific club.

ARRL Field Day is one of the biggest events on the amateur radio
calendar. Last summer, a record 10,213 entries were received.

“With the greater flexibility afforded by the rules waivers, individuals
and groups will still be able to participate in Field Day, while still
staying within any public health recommendations and /or
requirements,” Bourque said.

The preferred method of submitting entries after Field Day is via the
web applet. The ARRL Field Day rules include instructions on how to
submit entries, which must be submitted or postmarked by Tuesday,
July 27, 2021.

The ARRL Field Day web page contains for complete rules and entry
forms, as well as any updated information as it becomes available.

How To Print Your Official
Amateur Radio License

Since the FCC no longer mails a copy of your Ham Eadio License, many of us
do not know how to obtain an OFFICIAL copy of your license. It's much easier
to print a REFERENCE copy, but not the OFFICIAL copy. Printed below, are
the instructions for downloading an official copy of your Ham License. Please
read carefully as it can be confusing. However, it IS easier than trying to
register for Logbook of the World HI HI.

You can access your official amateur radio license by accessing QRZ.COM,
entering your call sign and going to the bottom of the Details page to find a
link to your reference copy’s PDF. But if you want to download a PDF of your
actual license, follow these steps.

First, IF you don't have a password on the FCC system but you have your
FRN number (available in QRZ.COM) go to here and obtain your password:
https: //www.fcc.gov/new-users-guide-getting-started-universal-licensing-
system-uls.

Once you have your password, now go here with your FRN number and your
password: https://www.fcc.gov/how-obtain-official-authorizations-uls

Go down to the big BLUE bullet #1 and click on it. Follow step #1 under
another big blue bullet. Follow the instructions there.
https: //wireless2.fcc.gov/UlsEntry/licManager/login.jsp

At this point you are on a page labeled “License Manager”.

Put in your FEN number and Password and click “Submit”.

That puts you on the “My Licenses” page of the License Manager.

Your call sign must appear in a “License Box". Under the words “My Licenses”
click the “now” word which is blue and underlined.

You get to a Download Authorizations box.

Under “My Authorizations” click yvour callsign and ADD it to the box on the
right hand end of the arrow.

Then click the big blue “Download” button. Save/print the result.

The license will read OFFICAL COPY and not REFERENCE COPY.

As the FCC noted in its R&O,
although some commenters
supported the proposed $50
fee as reasonable and fair,
“ARRL and many individual
commenters argued that there
was no cost-based justification
for application fees in the
Amateur Radio Service.”

“After reviewing the record, including the extensive comments filed by
amateur radio licensees and based on our revised analysis of the cost of
processing mostly automated processes discussed in our methodology
section, we adopt a $35 application fee, a lower application fee than the
Commission proposed in the NPRM for personal licenses, in recognition
of the fact that the application process is mostly automated,” the FCC
said in the R&0O. No fee would apply to minor modifications or
administrative updates, which, the FCC noted, “are highly automated.”

The FCC turned away the arguments of some commenters that the FCC
should exempt amateur radio licensees. The FCC stated that it has no
authority to create an exemption “where none presently exists.” The
FCC also disagreed with those who argued that amateur radio licensees
should be exempt from fees because of their public service contribution
during emergencies and disasters.

The FCC has directed the Office of Managing Director, in consultation
with relevant offices and bureaus, to draft a notice for publication in the
Federal Register announcing when rule change(s) will become effective,
“once the relevant databases, guides, and internal procedures have
been updated.”

Time: 30 minutes
Yield: 8 servings

Ingredients

* 1 (8 ounce) package refrigerated crescent rolls

¢ 1 pound ground beef

* 1 (1 ounce) package taco seasoning mix

* 8 ounces shredded Mexican-style cheese blend

¢ Optional toppings: sour cream, shredded lettuce, diced tomatoes,
green onions, avocado, olives

Directions
Step 1: Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C).

Step 2: Lay crescent dough flat on the bottom of a square cake pan and
bake according to package directions.

Step 3: Meanwhile, brown the ground beef in a large skillet over medium-
high heat. Add the taco seasoning and stir together well. When the dough
is done, remove from oven and place meat mixture on top and then layer
with cheese

Step 4: Return to oven and bake at 350 degrees F (175 degrees C) for 10
minutes, or until cheese has melted.
